AGREEMENT
Considering said:
· that the University for Foreigners of Perugia – Centre of Evaluation and Linguistic Certification (CVCL) (l’Università per Stranieri di Perugia - Centro di Valutazione e Certificazione Linguistica (CVCL)) and the organizations GLOBAL INPUT A.C. ITALIA and GLOBAL INPUT D.O.O. SERBIA , respectivly based in TERNI, S.da S.Maria in Valle 17 - 05100, C.F&P.IVA 01264870559 and in NIS, GUTENBERGOVA 44 – 18000  PIB: 107352410 and here represented by PIACENTI DANIELE;
· that they have entered into an agreement under which GLOBAL INPUT with its head office is an Administrative Centre of the CELI exams with the role of coordinator in the field of private language schools and with no geographical limitations as well as distributor of the same certificates in the Balkans (Ex-Yugoslavia, Bulgaria, Albania) in all sectors of education with the exception of the Italian Cultural Institutes;
· that GLOBAL INPUT has the intention to propose to CVCL accreditations of Satellite Exam Centres;
· that the Satellite Exam Centres have at their disposal human resources capable of satisfying educational requirements and certification of candidates;
· that GLOBAL INPUT promotes CELI Certificates through conferences, seminars and meetings with teachers of Italian as a second language;
· that GLOBAL INPUT handles registrations for CELI exams in the territories mentioned above for all the candidates from Exam Centres which accede to the present Agreement and to external candidates who wish to take CELI exams at GLOBAL INPUT;
· that signing of the present Agreement represents a possibility, not obligation, to allow students of the appointed Satellite Exam Centres privileged access to CELI certificates, in the forms described below.
Given the above,
GLOBAL INPUT A.C. ITALIA and GLOBAL INPUT D.O.O. SERBIA, respectively based in TERNI, S.da S.Maria in Valle 17 - 05100, C.F&P.IVA 01264870559 and based in NIS, GUTENBERGOVA 44 – 18000  PIB: 107352410 and here represented by PIACENTI DANIELE
and …………………., with head offices in ……………………………, C.F. ………………………………. in person of its legal representative …………………………………….., from now on indicated as Exam Centres, 

sign the following agreement for the deployment and administration of CELI exams (Certificate of Italian Language).
ART. 1

Respective skills
GLOBAL INPUT is committed to:
1. manage the relationships with the Exam Centres that enter into an agreement with Global Input and appoint Main Exam Centres taking into account their geographical position and their capacity;

2. collect applications from candidates of the Main Exam Centres, insert them into the database prepared by the CVCL and send them to CVCL within the time limit established by the latter;  

3. make available to the Exam Centres and its candidates all the necessary information about the exams and their administration;  

4. provide to the Exam Centres the Regulations of the exams;  

5. provide the Exam Centres with the logo and the corporate image of GLOBAL INPUT and of the University of Perugia CVCL for all communication regarding the language certificate;   
6. guarantee the organization of training sessions for the Examination Commission of the Exam Centre, both for the writing and speaking test;   

7. provide for the completion of the writing exam for the candidates from the Exam Centre    
8. communicate the results of CELI Exams to the Exam Centre;    
The Satellite Exam Centre is committed to:
a. promptly notify their candidates of the terms and conditions of registration for CELI exams;   
b. Allow to its candidates access to CELI exams on its premises, provided they are in compliance with the payment of the established fee and other required administrative duties. Even if there is only one candidate enrolled for a single level, the Exam Centre is committed to guaranteeing access to the test. If the Exam Centre cannot carry out the exam on its premises, it is required to notify GLOBAL INPUT via e-mail, at least thirty days prior to the date of the writing exam, guaranteeing that their invigilators (trained as described below) will participate in the organization and completion of the exam session, at the location which is to be indicated by GLOBAL INPUT;    
c. guarantee the participation of their Invigilators involved in the CELI exams in an initial meeting and subsequent annual meetings in order to get trained for managing the centre and the procedures relating to the “Regulations of CELI exam”. The meeting will be held at a location indicated by GLOBAL INPUT;     

d. perform the following administrative duties concerning the candidates: provide the necessary information on the conduct of exam, accept applications for registration for the exams and the evidence of payment of the relative fee and send to GLOBAL INPUT within the deadline for application, unless agreed with the candidates to provide the above independently;    

e. appoint a sufficient number of invigilators to constitute the Examination Commission for the writing exam, the number being proportional to the number of candidates;          
f. the Exam Centre appoints an internal Coordinator, whose appointment must be communicated to GLOBAL INPUT;        
g. forward to GLOBAL INPUT documents relating to the exam session within 48 hours of the end of each session, according to the directions which are to be given by GLOBAL INPUT;        

The Exam Centre also commits to provide everything related to the logistical organization of the exams and their administration; in particular they are need to provide an adequate venue for the conduct of the writing and speaking exams (see art. 2 and 3); each classroom, if the number of candidates is small, can accommodate two or three levels of examination at the same time, grouping the candidates in groups per level. In case of higher numbers one or more classrooms should be guaranteed for each level of exam.
Each writing exam includes assessment in several areas: reading comprehension, writing production, linguistic competence (levels 3, 4 and 5) and listening comprehension (listening exam, for which it is necessary to have a CD player). If in the classroom there are candidates of different levels, there will be another room available only for the listening exam, which will be used by different level groups of candidates. 
ART. 2

Invigilation of the Writing Exam
It is expected that, as the writing exam will be taken by internal candidates of the Exam Centre, invigilation of the writing test will be conducted in the following manners:
· the number of people assigned by the Exam Centre to invigilate the writing exam must be proportional to the number of candidates (1 invigilator for every 15 candidates) and in that way guarantee proper invigilation.
· in case there is an assisting teacher who prepared even one of the candidates,  the teacher should not be the only one in charge of invigilation. There must be present another teacher even if not of Italian as a second language, or by administrative staff. This will also apply during the listening exam.
· invigilation can be instead carried out by a single person, if they are not the teacher who prepared any of the candidates.
The writing exams of the candidates and all the materials relating to the exam (reports, signature sheets etc.) will then be sent to the Centre of Evaluation and Linguistic Certifications of the University for Foreigners of Perugia for assessment.
ART. 3
Exam sessions
The exam sessions scheduled throughout the year are published on the website of the University of Perugia CVCL respecting the periods mentioned below:

EXAM SESSION CELI STANDARD
· SPRING SESSION in March for the first four levels (CELI Impatto Standard, CELI 1-2-3 STANDARD);

· summer session in June for all six levels (A1 to C2);

· autumn session in November for all six levels (A1 to C2)
EXAM SESSION CELI per Teenagers (levels CELI 1-A2, CELI 2-B1 and CELI 3-B2) in May;

EXAM SESSION CELI per Immigrants (CELI Impatto i - A1, CELI 1 i -A2 and CELI 2 i -B1) in June and November;

The dates of the exams and application deadlines will be communicated to the Exam Centre by GLOBAL INPUT.
ART. 4 

Costs
1. The Satellite Exam Centre  shall bear the cost of training of the invigilators and of the evaluators/examiners as well as the shipping of the tests taken at the University of Perugia CVCL using a fast and traceable postal service;         

2. The Exam Centre shall pay an annual fee of €100 to cover the costs of the service offered by GLOBAL INPUT.        

3. The Exam Centre will get a commission in the amount of 10% for each candidate registered for the CELI, CELI Teenagers sessions while no commissions for the CELI Immigrants certificates.              
ART. 5  
Period
This agreement is valid for the three-year period 2013-2015.
The contracting parties reserve the right to terminate this agreement prior to its natural expiration, in case the standards and regulations established in this contract are not followed. In that case, the withdrawing party has the obligation to communicate its withdrawal through a registered letter at least two months before the next exam session.
